3. Students Health Service, School Dental Care Service, School Textbook Assistance / Student Travel
Subsidv Scheme

Item 1: Student Health Service
The Student Health Service of the Department of Health are beginning to enroll primary school students for
the new service year (2024-2025), the application form will be distributed on 2/9 (Mon), please complete
the form and submit it back to school on 3/9(Tue). Students applying for the “Student Health Service”
will receive free general health check at Kowloon City Lions Clubs Student Health Service Centre— 1/F,
80 Hau Wong Road, Kowloon City (Tel: 2382 2220).

Item 2: School Dental Care Service
The School Dental Care Service of the Department of Health provides oral health care services for all primary
school students in Hong Kong. It provides basic dental treatment to students and promotes good oral health
care habits for the prevention of dental diseases. The service will be provided at Argyle Street Jockey |
Club School Dental Clinic— 3/F, 147J Argyle Street, Kowloon(Tel: 2760 5232). |
A fee of $36 per vear will be charged on eligible persons. The application form will be distributed on 2/9
(Mon). Students who enroll for the School Dental Care Service should submit the fee and the completed
form to our school on 3/9 (Tue) for further processing.




Item 3: 2024/2025 School Textbook Assistance / Student Travel Subsidy Scheme
Student Financial Assistance Agency has notified the successful applicants by mail. We hereby inform all
successful applicants to return the “Eligibility Certificate” to the class teachers on or before 8.9.2024(Fri)
for further processing. The school will then return these certificates to the Agency.

Some applicants may receive the “Eligibility Certificate” after 8.9.2024. Please return the Eligibility
Certificates to the class teachers. Our school will require five working days to complete the formalities. After
that, Eligibility Certificates will be given back to the applicants who will then submit the Certificate in person
to the Student Financial Assistance Agency. (The applicant must submit the Certificate in person to the
Agency within one calendar month from the issue date of the Certificate. For enquiries, please contact the
Student Financial Assistance Agency at 2802 2345.)

Both the Student Financial Assistance Agency and our school reiterate that: In case of any late
submission of the Eligibility Certificate in person, the applicant will be entirely responsible for any
consequences thus caused.

The Agency has mailed Form B to eligible applicants. These parents should complete Form B instead of
Form A. New applicants (those who have not applied for the mentioned financial assistance in 2023/2024),
must complete Form A for new application.

4. Full-Day Lunch Arrangement and "Free Lunch at Schools" Program

The school will resume full-day classes from 9.9. 2024 (Monday). The lunch time will be 12:30p.m.-1:10p.m.,
and the lunch recess will be 1:10p.m-1:30p.m. In order to protect the health of students, the school will make
comprehensive epidemic prevention arrangements. It is hoped that that parents can work together with the
school to ensure that the students can have lunch at school safely. The details of the lunch arrangements are as
follows:
I Lunch Arrangement
1. For students bringing lunch
i Use a lunch box with good thermal insulation.
ii Write the class and name of the student clearly on the lunchbox and/or lunch bag.
iti Do not bring food with hot liquid, such as hot soup, as it may burn or scald students easily.
iv No microwave will be provided by the school for re-heating food.
2. For parents delivering lunch to school
i Send lunch from 11:50a.m. to 12:05p.m. and put it on the meal trolley provided by the school at the
main entrance.
ii Use a lunch box with good thermal insulation.
iii Write the class and name of the student clearly on the lunchbox and/or lunch bag.
iv Do not send food with hot liquid, such as hot soup, as it may burn or scald students easily.
3. For students ordering lunch
i The lunch supplier of our school is “DCK Catering Limited”. The price of the lunch box is HK$24.
ii Students are required to make the payment after obtaining the monthly order form. (Students must
order lunch for the entire month. No daily order is provided.)

iii The "Lunch Service Guideline (2024-2025)” (refer Attachment 1 which will be distributed to
students on September 2 for parents) is attached with this notice. For details of payment methods
and points to note, parents can read this appendix carefully.

iv Please complete the ""Meal Selection Form" distributed by the class teacher, and return it together
with the payment receipt to the class teacher on or before September 3 (Tue) for further arrangement.

All students are required to stay at school for lunch.

Students should clean their hands before and after eating. They should put the mask in the mask box.
They should put on the mask immediately after eating or drinking. They should not talk when they
take off their mask to eat or drink.

Students should not share eating utensils, food or drinks.

Parents are required to prepare personal epidemic prevention/hygiene items for students, such as
masks, disinfectant wipes, tissues and handkerchiefs, etc.

Students are required to bring clean eating utensils with them every day. They should take the used
eating utensils home and wash them every day. They are not allowed to wash them at school to avoid
clogging the sink.

Students who do not order meals must bring their own lunch mat and eating utensils.

vii The lunch supplier does not allow return or refund of the lunch boxes.

III Free Lunch at Schools Program
The Education Bureau will continue to provide free lunch at school for primary school students from low-
income families this school year. The lunch subsidy will be allocated directly to school by the Education
Bureau, and the school will pay the fees on behalf of eligible students. The details of the program are as

After receiving the lunch subsidy, if the student cancels the lunch order, he or she will not receive the
lunch subsidy again.

If the applicant is initially rated as full-grant School Textbook Assistance, but later verified by the
“Student Financial Assistance Office” that he or she is only eligible for half grant under the School
Textbook Assistance Schemes, the parents will be required to refund the lunch subsidy to the school.
